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San Francisco Women Against Rape in San Francisco, CA, in conjunction with the Queer Women
of Color Media Arts Project, expanded the Life Healing Project which uses popular education and
the art of filmmaking to engage communities in reducing and preventing sexual violence against
lesbian, bisexual, transgender, queer women of color. Groups engaged in culturally specific
learning circles and created films exploring the intersections of race, gender identity, sexual
orientation, age, class, immigration, and sexual violence.
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15 total LBTQ women of color
participated in the final production of 13
films.
